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Background Clanthink is one of a collection of
educational sheetdocs intended for the indoctrination
of young later-Tier Dunnigan offspring who were
born and raised in locations outside of North Castle
or Kissever House. The update included here was
released not long prior to the Dunnigan Retreat.
Some of these selections are intended to amplify
(however slightly) the character and attitudes of such
Clansfolk who are referenced only briefly in the text
of these Chronicles. Other selections are intended
to illuminate attitudes so pervasive in the Clans that
they seem to have been welded to the Dunnigan

psyche.
